They will present an analysis of several possible reform scenarios based on the results of a microsimulation
of administrative data. The simulation tool developed by the World Bank to assess possible reform scenarios for
the Lithuanian tax system will also be presented.

The researchers will present the World Bank's research using administrative data on personal income tax and
corporate income tax in Lithuania. It will also discuss possible topics for future joint research in the area of
Lithuanian public finance.

Asia. Previously, Munawer served as Director of Tax Policy at the Indian Ministry of Finance; Senior Fellow at the Institute
for International Development, Harvard University; Director of the Tax Agency at the United Nations Mission in Kosovo;
and Head of KPMG's Tax Practice. Munawer teaches in the International Public Finance Programme at Harvard University
and runs a tax seminar at Oxford. Munawer holds a PhD in fiscal economics from the Sorbonne University in Paris and a
law degree from Delhi University. Munawer also holds a Masters in Public Administration from Harvard University.

Cristina Savescu is Senior Economist for EU countries at the World Bank. Cristina leads the World Bank's research in areas
such as economic growth, trade, tax policy and public spending. Previously, Cristina worked at Standard & Poor's DRI and
Global Insight in Boston.

Thiago Scot is an economist in the World Bank's Development Impact Evaluation (DIME) research unit. Thiago received
his PhD in economics from the Haas School of Business at the University of California, Berkeley.

Dzelila Kramer is a public finance consultant currently focusing on impact measurement. She works on PFM projects for
the World Bank, GIZ (Deutsche Gesellschaft fiir Internationale Zusammenarbeit) and the EU Delegation.
